BUILDING DIRECTOR REPORT:

OLD BUSINESS:

Road Repair:
Brendan Caffrey, resident of Carriage Hills, attended the Board meeting and has volunteered to address the needed road repairs of Wellington Place and eventually other roads within Carriage Hills. Jeff Strelecki volunteered to be the Board representative and assist Brendan in getting the road repair process accomplished. 

Brendan has been in contact with Macomb County Department of Roads as well as Washington Township to begin the process to repair Wellington Place. He will take care of submitting any paperwork needed to begin the process.



Short Term Rentals:
The Board of Directors voted to decline adding a Restrictive Covenant addressing short term rentals for the reasons listed below:
1. Adding a new Restrictive Covenant would require 100% agreement of all homeowners. Although not impossible, it is highly unlikely to achieve 100% agreement.
2. The HOA would incur legal costs to draft the new Restrictive Covenant.
3. Even if we obtained 100% agreement from all homeowners to add the Restrictive Covenant, our HOA attorney states that we would likely lose any legal challenge in court. In Michigan, judges rule in favor of the homeowner.

Front Entrance Landscape Update:
Phase I of the front entrance landscape has been completed. The Board will meet with Marino’s Landscape in spring to plan and engage Phase II. Landscape lighting will be tabled until all phases of the front entrance are complete.

Homeowner Complaints – Wood Pile 
The wood pile in Red Fox Run will be removed by Dan Flick and Dave Luehmann, residents of Carriage Hills, at a cost of $500. Wood pile is from removal of trees taken down in the Carriage Hills park. Removal will be in the next few months.

Roberta Flick will get a quote for this year’s holiday lighting.

Snow Plowing:
